* There will be 2 sections to the Riding Test classes, Section A is open, Section B is a qualifier for the Royal Windsor 
Horse Show.  There will be an additional levy of £3 for competitors in Section B, which should be added to the entry fee. 
Riders in Section B must be members of CDRC (or another area 7 RC that is not hosting its own qualifier classes) in 
order to qualify for the second round. The highest placed senior and junior (who have not already qualified) will  go 
forward to the second area 7 round in spring 2010.  Winners there will qualify for Windsor on May 12th-16th.  For further 
details see http://www.rwhs.co.uk/Amtrust.html or RT rules on http://www.bhs.org.uk/Riding/British_Riding_Clubs.aspx .

• The prelim classes and Riding Test are restricted to horses with no more than 60 dressage 
points, the novice and elementary classes are open.

• Please ensure you leave the premises clean and tidy - check you have cleaned up all 

droppings or dropped hay before you drive away – failure to do so will incur increased fees.
• If  classes are over-subscribed additional priority will  be given to people who help in the 

running of these shows - please indicate on your entry form when/how you are willing to 
help.
